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Jim Morrison:   
Break On Through To The Other Side

�
While in Paris, I did what every fan of rock and roll is 
inspired to do and paid homage to Jim Morrison at his 
grave in the Père Lachaise cemetery, which happened to 
be just a 20 minute walk from our apartment.  This famous 
cemetery is highly recommended in all guidebooks and well 
worth a visit even if you are not a fan of Jim Morrison.   

 
Jim died on July 3, 
1971, which was my 
14th birthday.  As I 
watched the never-
ending crowd of fans gather at his grave, I found myself humming 
my favorite Door’s song “The Crystal Ship”.  To me, Jim was a 
master poet whose words have always challenged me to let go, to 
live life on my own terms and to break free from limitations that 
hold us back.  Paris inspired me to explore Jim’s birth chart to 
uncover the core themes and the locations of his life and death. 

 
 

Jim Morrison – An American Poet  

Jim was born(a) with his South Node in 
Aquarius conjunct his Aquarius Ascendant, 
suggesting Morrison’s past life themes 
(South Node) and his instinct in this lifetime 
(Ascendant) is to be rebellious and to seek 
liberation from meaningless social 
restrictions (Aquarius).  He has been called 
a “wild child”(b) and was a naturally 
rebellious in the face of authority.  With 
Uranus, which is the ruler of his South 
Node, in 4th house Gemini, we see how he 
would find his self-identity (4th house) 
through ideas and words (Gemini) that 
serve his past life energy of rebellion and 
liberation.  At his core, Jim Morrison was a 
man of ideas and words and an amazing 
poet of personal freedom.   

 
Pondering his poetry, I returned to “The 
Crystal Ship”, where he sang, “Deliver me 
from reasons why you’d rather cry, I’d 
rather fly”. 
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Jim Morrison (Continued)   
 
Los Angeles – Love and The Doors  

Astrology of location identifies Los Angeles as a key location on Jim’s brief life journey.  Jim’s Local 
Space North Node and Local Space Juno both pass near Los Angeles.  I often find that individuals 
are drawn to their Local Space North Node in order to experience key events and to meet the people 
who will play an important role in identifying the path to their highest destiny, their dharma.  It was in 
moving from Florida to Los Angeles to complete his college degree at UCLA’s film school that Jim 
would meet Ray Manzarek.  Together, they would found The Doors.   
 
Local Space Juno, the goddess of marriage, identifies the place where Morrison would find his 
partner, Pamela Courson(c).  Although they were never formally married, Jim would spend the rest of 
his life living with Pamela.   
 
Los Angeles is also the focus of Jim’s Astro*Carto*Graphy (A*C*G) Mercury Ascendant, focusing his 
unique ideas, developing his gift for language and finding his voice as a poet.  Mercury is out of 
bounds in his birth chart, suggesting that his ability to use words is out of bounds, extreme in some 
manner.  When The Doors performed on the Ed Sullivan Show, Jim had agreed to change the lyrics 
of “Light My Fire” from “Girl we couldn’t get much higher” to “Girl we couldn’t get much better”.  With 
Mercury out of bounds, it should almost be expected that Morrison sang the original and more 
“provocative” lyrics to the embarrassment and anger of Sullivan. 
 
 
Jim Morrison – Dance of Life, Death & Transformatio n 

In addition to his film studies, Jim delved into poetry and philosophy, particularly the work of Friedrich 
Nietzsche and William Blake, who inspired the name, The Doors.  Blake wrote, “If the doors of 
perception were cleansed every thing would appear as it is, infinite."  Noting the connection between 
the name of the band as a metaphor of transformation, Morrison has been quoted as saying, “there 
are things known and things unknown and in between are The Doors”.   
 
From the first song released by The Doors, “Break on Through”, the theme of the struggle for 
liberation and the struggle between life and death occurred over and over.  This theme is powerfully 
noted in his birth chart.  Morrison has Pluto exactly conjunct his North Node in Leo.  When Pluto is 
conjunct the North Node, there is a strong demand to actualize this conjunction.  In short, Morrison’s 
destiny (North Node) is to achieve fame (Leo) through the process of death, transformation and 
rebirth (Pluto).   In “Break on Through”, Morrison sang “Day destroys the night.  Night divides the day.  
Try to run, try to hide, break on through to the other side.”  
 
The struggle in his birth chart between life and death is further highlighted with the Moon in 3rd house 
Taurus being almost an exact square to the North and South Nodes.  The Moon in Taurus implies the 
need for security and stability that is in tension with the Nodes and the need to “break on through”.  
But, the Moon also is square to Pluto suggesting a struggle with the lord of the dead.  When a 
biography of Morrison’s life was entitled “No One Here Gets Out Alive”, it seemed a perfect reflection 
of his birth chart.  
 
Two minor asteroids, Melpomene and Pandora, deepen this signature of life and death in his birth 
chart.  Melpomene is conjunct Morrison’s Moon and both are opposed by Pandora.  Melpomene is 
the muse of song and tragedy.  She wove beautiful songs into themes of tragedy.  It was through 
weaving song with the mask of the tragic muse that Morrison sang as front man of The Doors.

Adding to the tragic quality of Melpomene, the asteroid Pandora, which we explored briefly in the 
article on Prometheus and Epimetheus in the Spring 2008 edition of The Traveler’s Well Newsletter, 
opposes Melpomene and the Moon.  Pandora in this position suggests that opening Pandora’s box 
through songs about death could lead to unexpected and unintended consequences.  Whether or not 
he fully intended to explore life and death through song, Pandora’s connection in his chart suggests 
that we should expect the unexpected and 
that the outcome would be beyond Jim’s 
control.  Thus, the journey of his life explored 
the tension between life, death and the 
unexpected, which Jim expressed both as 
poet and the path of his life and death in Paris.   

 
Paris – Death & Fame  

When Jim Morrison moved to Paris in the 
Spring of 1971, he was drawn to Paris by two 
powerful astrological energies:  First, his 
Geodetic Neptune IC and, second, his 
Astro*Carto*Graphy Sun Descendant.  The 
Sun is the ruler of his North Node.   
 
In Jim’s birth chart, Neptune is in the 8th 
house, highlighting a powerful death wish, a 
desire of the soul to be released from the 
world and to come home to the great ocean 
beyond the limitations of life.   However, as 
moving as it can be at times, Neptune in the 
8th house is also noted for feelings of 
depression.  Since his Neptune was located 
on the equator by declination at his birth, the 
quality of Neptune would be an extra powerful 
influence that he would not be able to avoid in 
the course of his life.   
 
For a man in a struggle between life and death 
(Moon square Pluto), moving to his Geodetic 
Neptune IC (8th house in the birth chart) and 
the powerful call to join the depths is a 
powerful shaman’s potion; a concoction that can be difficult to overcome.  After moving to Paris, it 
seems that the quality of his Geodetic Neptune IC (8th house in the birth chart) became too much for 
Morrison to overcome.  In Paris and under the “spell” of Neptune IC, Morrison apparently became 
depressed, which lead ultimately to his death at the age of 27.   
 
Morrison also has A*C*G Sun Descendant at Paris, which seems a little strange, because these 
locations are known for having many friends and achieving honor and fame through relationships. 
Perhaps it is fitting, with Pandora oppose his Moon, that while he felt lonely in Paris during his life, his 
death resulted in the consequence that he will always have fame as the constant stream of admirers 
in Paris pay homage to an American Poet.  Returning to “The Crystal Ship” one last time, “The time 
you ran was too insane - we’ll meet again, we’ll meet again”.

It is not very common for both 
partners in a relationship to have 
their Sun in the same sign.  It is far 
less common for both partners to 
be born on the same day, which 
means their Sun is at exact same 
degree of Zodiac.  This uncommon 
connection is at the core of the 
relationship between Michael 
Douglas and Catherine Zeta-Jones.  
While they were born 25 years 
apart, both Catherine and Michael 
were born on September 25th with 
the Sun positioned at 2 degrees of 
Libra.  

 
After reading an article about this 
famous couple and one of their 
homes in the travel section of The 
Financial Times, I was inspired to 
research their astrological 
connections to this location and 
found many surprising facts. 
 
For both, success in acting, 
production, song and dance is an 
expression of their natural Libran 
qualities.  Michael has won two Oscars, first as a producer of the 1975’s Best Picture winner, One 
Flew Over The Cuckoo’s Nest, and then for Best Actor as Gordon Gekko in Wall Street.  On a 
separate note, it is highly rumored that a sequel to Wall Street is in the works.  Catherine’s starring 
roles are many and include The Mask Of Zorro along with her Oscar winning performance in the 
musical Chicago.  
 
Their shared Libran qualities of beauty, grace and charm has them not only being photographed on 
the red carpet at the Oscars, but also and hosting events for the Nobel Peace Prize in 2003.  Along 
with Libra’s attributes of peace and the desire for harmony, they also share a love of golf, a sport that 
combines athleticism with rhythm and balance, two additional qualities of Libra.   
 
From the perspective of astrology, we would expect that there are deeper connections that have 
brought them together.  Otherwise, we would all marry a partner with the same birthday and have a 
really big birthday bash once each year!  In this article, we will explore what astrology reveals about 
the deeper connections in their life and relationship and three places they call home. 
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Michael & Catherine (Continued) 

Connections of Venus, Juno and Vesta - Love, Marria ge and Soul Connections  

In terms of love, this couple has many connections between three important players in relationships: 
the planet Venus and two major asteroids, Juno and Vesta.  The following connections exist: 

·  Michael’s Venus at 26 Libra 49 is conjunct Catherine’s Midheaven at 27 Libra 12. 

·  Catherine’s Venus at 2 Virgo 57 is conjunct Michael’s Vesta at 3 Virgo 25.  

·  Catherine’s Vesta at 5 Leo 27 is conjunct Michael’s Pluto at 9 Leo 48.  

·  Catherine’s Juno at 3 Capricorn 30 is conjunct Michael’s Moon at 4 Capricorn 25 

·  Michael’s Juno at 27 Gemini 31 is conjunct Catherine’s Descendant at 22 Gemini 
59 and oppose Catherine’s Pallas at 28 Sagittarius 34  

 
Venus is the goddess of love ruling the path of love and applying the qualities of beauty, grace, 
physical attraction and love.  Whether through the arrows from her son Eros’ bow or the sweet waters 
of love from her fountain, Venus is responsible for bringing lovers together.   
 
The asteroid Juno is the goddess of marriage and committed relationships.  Through her marriage to 
Jupiter, king of the gods, Juno takes her place both as the queen of the gods and is also celebrated 
as having created the institution of marriage.  Connections of Juno to the chart of a partner suggest 
an energy that brings the couple to make the bonds of love a commitment between them.  
 
The third asteroid is Vesta, which was discovered in 1807.  Vesta is the keeper of the sacred flame 
within the soul and is often connected to relationships that have a deep soul connection.  Vesta 
connections suggest that each partner has a connection to the soul of the other - a “soul mate”.  
Other famous couples with important Vesta connections include John Lennon and Yoko Ono and 
Brad Pitt and Angelina Jolie.   
 
For all of the attention Venus gets for the qualities of beauty and physical attraction, the goddess of 
love is also concerned with the path to higher love.  The closer we pay attention to her call the more 
the journey of love becomes a harmony of two souls making beautiful music together.  The 
connections between the charts of Catherine and Michael reveal the quality of the love (Venus), 
commitment (Juno) and soul connections (Vesta) on the journey of the life.  

 
 

The Places They Call Home – Mallorca, Spain  

When they married in 2000, both Catherine and Michael had already achieved success and acclaim 
in their profession.  As a result, in choosing locations to call home, the need to activate and stimulate 
success was not a requirement.  Yet, in choosing places to call home, they naturally seemed to be 
drawn to locations that were a perfect reflection of the qualities of the most important connections 
between their individual birth charts.   
 
Normally, I would explore three mapping systems to identify the important locations for a couple.  
However, with no birth time for Michael and only an unconfirmed time for Catherine, we must limit the 
exploration of the location to the Geodetic maps.  Both Astro*Carto*Graphy and Local Space maps 
require a birth time in order to provide accurate results. 
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Michael & Catherine (Continued) 

The Geodetic map identifies the island of Mallorca, Spain as the location where the energies of their 
shared 2 Libra Sun promote the perfect energy for home and family.  Locations connected to the Sun 
always support the ability to shine, like the Sun, and to promote vitality, health and happiness.  This 
particular Sun energy is connected to the astrological energy of the IC and the 4th house.  So, the Sun 
IC energy is among the best places to call home, to raise a family or even to retire.  Following the 
energy of their shared Sun, Catherine and Michael were drawn to make one of their homes in 
Mallorca.  
 
In an interesting little “astrological extra”, there is a minor asteroid named for Mallorca that again 
connects the two charts of Catherine and Michael.  In Catherine’s chart, the asteroid Mallorca is 
conjunct her Moon.  This can be interpreted literally as “a home (Moon) in Mallorca”.  In Michael’s 
chart, the asteroid Mallorca is conjunct Catherine’s Descendent.  This suggests that Catherine’s 
partner (Descendant) would also connect her to Mallorca.  Thus, the connection between them also 
reflects their shared connection to the Spanish Island.   
 
 
Their Places to Raise a Family – Bermuda & Swansea,  Wales 

Catherine and Michael have two other homes.  One is on the island of Bermuda and another is in 
Swansea, Wales.  To identify their shared connection to these two locations, we need to identify 
another important connection between their two birth charts.  For both Catherine and Michael, the 
asteroid Ceres is conjunct the South Node of the other.  Ceres is the goddess known as the Great 
Mother and is the astrological archetype of the devoted and nurturing parent.  The South Node of the 
Moon contains the core themes from previous lifetimes.  The connection between Ceres and the 
South Node reveals both a connection of family and of raising a family in past lifetimes and the soul’s 
desire to relive that connection again in this lifetime.   
 
The conjunction of Michael’s South Node at 25 degrees Capricorn with Catherine’s Ceres at 27 
Capricorn contains the key to identifying the two additional locations they call home.  In the Geodetic 
Map, 25 to 27 Capricorn Midheaven is directly over Bermuda, while 25 to 27 Capricorn Descendant is 
directly over Swansea.  Thus, both Bermuda and Swansea reconnect their shared past lifetimes of 
making a home and family and to rekindle those qualities in this life.  The desire for Catherine and 
Michael to build a home and family has drawn them to locations that connect them with the energies 
connected to their shared past.   

 
 

Three Homes in Harmony with the Sun, Moon and Stars  

Astrologically, Catherine and Michael are a couple with deep soul and family connections and who 
have been drawn to have homes in three locations that are energetically supportive of their desire to 
share a life of beauty and harmony (Libra) and to raise their children (Ceres conjunct South Node).  
When a couple is drawn together to locations supportive of both birth charts, the deep connections of 
the soul draw them to naturally “move in harmony with the Sun, Moon and stars”.  For Catherine and 
Michael, they have chosen well!
